
PLUS loans have a fixed interest rate, which begins to accrue at the date of disbursement
and is fixed at 7.9%. A 4% origination fee is charged at disbursement. 

1. To receive Federal Direct Graduate PLUS funds, students must be enrolled for at least five credit hours. 
2. Students must maintain satisfactory academic progress as defined by the University of Florida’s (UF) satisfactory

academic progress requirements. These requirements are available on the Student Financial Affairs (SFA) Web
site at www.sfa.ufl.edu/receiving/academicprogress.html and in the UF Gator Aid Handbook.

3. The borrower must not have defaulted on or owe a refund to any previous student aid program.
4. The borrower must complete a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) before completing the Federal

Direct Graduate PLUS Loan Application.
5. A credit check is done on the borrower.
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The Federal Direct Graduate PLUS Loan Program is a long-term, low-interest student loan program designed to enable
eligible graduate and professional students to borrow money to pay for UF’s cost of attendance. Eligible borrowers
may borrow annually up to the cost of attendance minus other financial aid. For more information on the Federal
Direct Graduate PLUS Loan Program, go to http://www.sfa.ufl.edu/programs/gradfdplus.html.

Repayment of Federal Direct Graduate PLUS Loans begins within 60 days after the final
disbursement; however, in-school deferments are available for most students.

Repayment:

1. Submit a completed Fall/Spring 2007-08 Federal Direct Graduate PLUS Loan Application (on back) to Student
Financial Affairs. Keep a photocopy for your records.

2. Complete a Federal Direct Graduate PLUS Loan Master Promissory Note (MPN) at
http://dlenote.ed.gov/empn/StudentLoanSelector.jsp (choose Graduate PLUS link).

3. When your UF financial aid file is complete, Student Financial Affairs will process your loan.
4. If your Federal Direct Graduate PLUS Loan is approved, the University will disburse funds to you, the

borrower, after the term begins. University Financial Services will deduct from financial aid any and all
monies due the University of Florida and remit the balance to the borrower.

5. If your Federal Direct Graduate PLUS Loan is rejected, you will be notified by the U.S. Department of
Education. At that time you will be given the option of obtaining an endorser to continue the loan process.

Students who enroll less than full-time will have their loan funds held until after the end of the “drop/add”
period during registration, at which time SFA will make adjustments to the cost of attendance based on
actual tuition amounts. This recalculation may require us to reduce the amount of your Federal Direct
Graduate PLUS Loan or other aid. If you are paid based on full-time status and subsequently drop to less
than full-time status, your “cost of attendance” may be adjusted to reflect your actual enrollment.
