You will be
contacted regarding your application, and a time will be arranged for a personal interview conducted by
the Rotary Scholarship Selection Committee.

- Objectives, Qualifications, Criteria -

Scholarship gift will be awarded to high school seniors who enroll as a full-time student at The University of Florida. The
scholarship amount will be disbursed equally between the fall and spring semesters. The amount of the scholarship gift will be
governed by the annual budget of the Sanibel-Captiva Rotary Trust Fund. No gift will be less than five hundred dollars ($ 500)
semi-annually. The scholarship gift may be renewed for up to the fourth year of college to students who maintain, and
substantiate with regular reports, superior scholastic performance.

In order to be considered for a scholarship gift, an individual must meet all of the following conditions:

Preference to high school seniors attending a Lee County public or private high school.

Have maintained at least a “B” average, or recognized equivalent, for grades nine through eleven.

Enroll as a full-time student at the University of Florida.

Qualify for need-based financial aid as determined through the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA)

Have participated in community service activities.

Agree to enroll in a business ethics course as determined by the University of Florida and approved by the state of Florida.

The Rotary Selection Committee, made up of the Trustees of the Club’s Trust Fund, will base their selections on the
following criteria:

*  Scholastic achievement (based on high school transcript) and recommendations from the applicant’s faculty or school
administration members.

* An oral interview conducted by the Selection Committee; topics might include general knowledge of Rotary, including
Rotary’s charitable involvement in international, national, and local affairs, as well as subjects of the applicant’s interest.

* Responses to additional non-discriminatory, objective criteria that may from time to time be established by the Selection
Committee.

* A written response to a series of “need” and “goals” related questions as listed in the Questionnaire (a prime requirement).

The Office for Student Financial Affairs at the University of Florida will confirm whether a student meets the financial need and
grade point average requirements. After the student is awarded, they must confirm in writing, on a form provided to them, that
they have completed at least 10 hours of community service and agree to enroll in one of five designated senior-level business
ethics courses before they graduate. The five courses currently include one in Agriculture, one in Advertising, and three in
Management.
